Hydraulic Folding

Heavy-duty Orthman Row Markers are hydraulically 
controlled with double-acting cylinders. The markers 
are available in four row through sixteen row 
configurations. Each unit is complete with mounting 
brackets, marker disc (twin disc markers optional), 
cylinder, and hoses. A hydraulic sequencing valve 
is available to operate both markers from a single 
hydraulic outlet.

Strong construction includes a heavy-duty welded 
tubular frame. The marking disc has a sealed ball 
bearing and depth band for long, reliable service.

Orthman Row Markers mount to 7” x 7” toolbars. A 
mounting adapter may be required for folding bars. 
800 & 1300 models feature marker arm lockup for 
safety during transport or storage.

The fully hydraulic Rear-Fold Series is designed to 
fold to a horizontal ”flat” folded position at the
end of the toolbar. The horizontal resting position 
eliminates vertical clearance problems common to 
traditional row markers. The 1300 Series Rear-Fold 
Row Marker features extremely rugged construction 
in a simplistic yet compact design.  The Orthman 
Twin Disc Marker is an option on the 1300 Series 
Markers.

The Tri-Fold Marker is fully hydraulic in operation; 
it folds from field position to a horizontal folded 
position on the toolbar. This eliminates the vertical 
superstructure common to conventional markers 
in stored position. Orthman’s exclusive Twin Disc 
Marker is standard equipment on the 1100 Series 
Tri-Fold Row Markers.

The Row Marker that is built extra heavy  
to mark clearly . . . even in trashy conditions.

Model 
number dependent on row width 
required. The Twin Disc Marker 
is optional equipment for the 800 
series markers. 

The twin disc option can be fitted 
to existing Orthman and John 
Deere markers. The discs
mounted at opposing angles 
make a more distinct mark. This is 
especially helpful in trashy
conditions, making it a popular 
option for use in minimum till 
operations and with the use of
a guidance system.

Optional marker sequencing  
valve is available for double-acting 
cylinders only. Used to operate 
marker cylinders when tractor’s 
remote cylinder outlets are limited. 
Sequencing valve package includes 
valve, tee block, bracket, and hose.

Bar Mount

800 Series marker arm lockup 
feature provides safety during 
storage and transport. Above 
photo shows arm in locked 
position.

1300 Series marker features a safety 
lock-up that reduces transport width 
by 18”. Above photo shows arm in 
locked position.

Orthman Non-Folding Markers feature 
a universal design with double-acting 
cylinders for hydraulic control. One 
size is adjustable from four to six rows. 
Frame construction is of strong angle and 
welded tubing. The marking disc includes 
sealed ball bearings and depth band for 
dependability.

Safety latch, hydraulic cylinders, and 
hoses are standard equipment. The 
universal frame can be assembled  
for left or right marker use.  
The 880 mounts on 2 1/4”  
and 3 1/2” diamond bars,  
4” x 4”, 4” x 7”, 5” x 7”,  
and 7” x 7” toolbars.
